3 years of its existence, having lost to Ohio St in the ‘14 semifinals, 
42-35 (-8). HC Saban has led the Crimson Tide to Championships 
in ‘09, ‘11, ‘12, & ‘15. He also won one as HC at LSU in ‘03. Saban is 
8-3 SU/7-4 ATS in bowls at Bama. HC Swinney is 6-4 SU/7-3 ATS 
in bowls at Clemson. 
 Clemson entered the ssn as a young tm but did return 8 str’s on OFF 
led by QB Watson, who wasn’t asked to run as much TY & his pass 
numbers thru 14 gms are better than LY’s. They were undefeated 
before falling to Pitt despite being +166 yds, but rebounded to win 
the ACC Title gm over VT 42-35 (-10’). They entered the semi-final 
confident and their S said they faced better QB’s than OSU’s Barrett. 
They backed up his words by shutting the Buckeyes out 31-0, holding 
OSU to a ssn low 215 yds while putting up the most they’ve all’d
