The Colts are back in the postssn following a year absence
landing the #7 spot in the AFC (14 pt win over JAX in Wk 17).
The Bills meanwhile are back in the postssn for a 2nd consec
year after just their 2nd DD win campaign since 1999. IND
went a solid 5-3 SU/ATS away from home TY (+43 ypg) while
BUF is 7-1 SU (6-2 ATS) in their home venue despite a -18
ypg disadvantage.

Behind the veteran presence of QB Rivers and a solid
defense that finished 8th in the NFL, the Colts head to BUF
having picked up wins in 4 of their L/5 to land the final WC
spot.IND 2-4 SU/ATS against foes that finished with a winning
record (+14 ypg, -2 TO’s).

The Bills had a very impressive regular ssn by cashing in
their 1st AFC East Title since 1995 (the year before QB Allen
was born). The key to their 2020 success came from the vast
improvement of Josh Allen who led the Bills to the #2 passing
offense in the NFL. BUF went 5-2 SU (4-3 ATS) against foes
that finished with a winning record (-13 ypg, +2 TO’s).

BUF enters WC play as one of the hottest tms in the NFL
after cashing SU and ATS wins in each of their final 6 with an
impressive 20 pt avg MOV (+113 ypg). The Colts meanwhile
have also done well closing out the year although injuries and
Covid issues have seen a handful of starters miss time over
the final month of the year. With a quick turnaround for IND
in this one and the Bills previously mentioned hot run, we'll
agree with the forecast and call for the home team to get a
DD win in what could be future HOF QB Rivers' final game.

The Rams are back in the postssn for the 3rd time in 4 yrs
with a SB loss to NE in their most recent appearance in '18. The
Seahawks meanwhile are back in the playoffs for the 3rd time in
the past 4 years following their 8th DD win campaign in the past
9 seasons. LAR went 4-4 SU/ATS on the road TY although they
did outgain those foes by an outstanding 149 ypg. SEA went 7-1
SU (6-2 ATS) at home TY with a -4 ypg disadvantage.

Thanks to a solid defensive outing LW at home against the
Cardinals where they allowed just 7 pts and 214 yds in the 11 pt
win, the Rams head to SEA with the top ranked defense in the
NFL. LA went 2-3 SU/ATS in their matchups against foes with a
winning record (+138 ypg, -2 TO's).

Following a 5-0 startto the year and a 4-0finish, the Seahawks
picked up their 9th NFC West Title since 2004. As always, the key
to their success came from an MVP-caliber performance from
Russell Wilson who guided SEA to the #7 scoring offense. SEA
went 2-2 SU/ATS against foes that finished with a winning record
(-18 ypg, -3 TO’).

This marks the second all-time playoff meeting between the
Rams and Seahawks with the then St Louis Rams picking up a
27-20 WC victory back in the '04 playoffs. The biggest question
coming into this matchup is offense as SEA has been a subpar
group the past 3 wks while the Rams could be without QB Goff
here after he had thumb surgery on his throwing hand after their
Wk 16 meeting. While the Rams have certainly been impressive
outgaining road foes (+149 ypg) and teams with winning marks
(+138ypg), defense and potentialinclement weather has us feeling
confident on taking the "Under" in this one.

The Bucs return to the postssn for the 1st time since 2007
following an 11-5 campaign. WAS meanwhile is in postssn play for
the 1st time since losing to GB back in '15. The Bucs went 6-2 SU
(4-4) away from home TY outgaining those foes by an outstanding
145 ypg. WAS had a 3-5 SU (5-3 ATS) mark at home (+20 ypg).

With future HOF QB Brady spending his 1st year in Tampa,
the Bucs saw plenty of success including a massive 40 pt victory
over DET in their most recent away matchup (+402 yds). The big-
gest contributor however came from their #1 ranked rush D that
surrendered just 78 ypg. TB went 1-4 SU (2-3 ATS) against foes
that finished with a winning record (-70 ypg, -4 TO’s).

Despite using 3 different starting QB's and finishing with a
7-9 overall record, WAS heads into the postssn as the #4 seed
after a big road win LW in PHI. The biggest story however comes
from the return of QB Smith who is back under center after nearly
losing his leg a few yrs ago. WAS dropped all 4 contests against
tms with a winning record (2-2 ATS) being outgained by 67 ypg.

These 2 have met in postssn action on 2 previous occasions
with WAS picking up a 17-10 in the '05 WC round and TB win-
ning 14-13 in the '99 Divisional. While the Bucs are picking up
momentum as the year closes out with 4 straight victories, WAS
has the NFL's #3 pass defense to match up against Brady and a
group of WR's that could be missing their top guy Evans here due
to LW's injury. With the 7-8-1 Panthers ('14) and 7-9 Seahawks
("10) picking up outright victories as the last 2 teams to make the
playoffs as sub-.500 tms, we have no problem taking the TD here
with WAS also playing relatively well at the tail end of the year.

The Ravens have reached the playoff for the 3rd consec year
althoughthey weren'tnearly as successful as LY when they finished
with a #1 seed and a 14-2 mark. The Titans meanwhile are back
in the postssn for the 3rd time in the L4Y following a road victory
LW in HOU. BAL is 6-2 SU (5-3 ATS) on the road TY with a +23
ypg edge. The Titans went 5-3 SU (4-4 ATS) in Nashville this ssn
despite being outgained by 40 ypg.

Following an impressive 5-game winning streak to close out
the yr (outscored foes by 19 ppg), it appears that the Ravens have
righted the ship after a rough Covid filled middle part of the season.
As expected, the Ravens finished #1 in the NFL with 178 ypg on
the ground. Their defense meanwhile finished #4 in ppg allowed
at just 20.0. BAL went 3-4 SU (4-3 ATS) against foes that finished
with a winning record (-56 ypg, +1 TO’s).

Behind another MVP caliber year from RB Henry who finished
with aleague-best2,027 rushyds (5.4, 17TD’s), the Titans finished
#3in ppg and #5 in total offense. The biggest issue came on the
defensive side of the ball however as TEN was #29 in ypg allowed
at nearly 400 ypg! The Titans went 3-4 SU/ATS against foes that
finished with a winning record (-32 ypg, +4 TO’s).

The Bears are back in the postssn for the 2nd time in 3
yrs although their '18 matchup will always remembered as the
"Double Doink" defeat (CHI missed a FG w/:10 left). The Saints
meanwhile are in postssn action for the 4th consec year although
LY’s WC appearance saw them upset by the Vikings inside of the
Superdome. The Bears went 5-3 SU/ATS away from Soldier Field
TY (+10 ypg) while NO went 6-2 SU (4-3-1 ATS) at home TY with
a +45 ypg edge.

Despite a rough middle to the ssn where they dropped 6
consec contests following a 5-1 start, the Bears' late 3-game
winning streak and ARZ's Wk 17 loss saw CHI land the final WC
spot in the NFC. The Bears saw plenty of meetings against foes
that finished with a winning record going just 1-6 SU (2-5 ATS)
and being outgained by 18 ypg (-9 TO's).

The key to the Saints’ 2020 success came from an outstanding
9-game winning streak in the middle part of the season despite
QB Brees missing a handful of contests with injuries. The Saints
finished in the Top 10 in both offense and defense and went 2-2
SU (2-1-1 ATS) against foes that finished with a winning record
(+22 ypg, +4 TO's).

The Saints have dominated the recent history in this series
with 5 consecutive wins including a 3 pt victory earlier this year
in CHI. The Bears meanwhile have come out victorious in both
playoff matchups (‘06 & '90). The biggest reason for CHI's late ssn
run to grab the final WC spot came surprisingly with the offense
thataveraged 31 ppg over the final 5 wks. Despite that impressive
run, QB Trubisky and company now get to take on a Top 5 offense
that's won 11 of their L/13 en route to the #2 seed in the NFC. With
the Saints on a 7-1-1 ATS heading in and a projected forecast of
31-16, we have no issue backing the home team here.

The Browns are back in the playoffs for the 1st time since
way back in 2002 (2 pt win over PIT LW) while their last postssn
win came in 1994 (3 months before QB Mayfield was born). The
Steelers meanwhile are back in the playoffs following a 2-year
absence thanks in part to an outstanding 11-0 start to the season.
CLE went 5-3 SU (3-5 ATS) away from home TY with a -9 ypg
disadvantage. PIT went 7-1 SU (5-3 ATS) inside of Heinz Field
TY with a +59 ypg edge.

Highlighted by a pair of 4-game winning streaks during the
season and a rushing offense that was #4 in the NFL (146 ypg),
the Browns have a solid chance of traveling well if their defense
can improve upon the 26.5 ppg (#21) that they’ve allowed on the
year. CLE went 3-3 SU (2-4 ATS) against foes that finished with
a winning record (+8 ypg, -2 TO’s).

The Steelers have taken home the AFC North Title on 8 occa-
sions dating back to 2007. A big reason for this yr's success came
from the defensive side of the ball where they finished #2 overall
(#1 in NFL w/52 sacks). PIT went 5-2 SU/ATS against foes that
finished with a winning record (-11 ypg, +3 TO’s).

While the Browns are FINALLY back in the postssn, a familiar
foe stands in the way with PIT who they narrowly escaped against
athomejustawk ago despite PIT resting significant starters.Ironi-
cally, the past 2 playoff appearances for CLE have come against
PIT with the Steelers claiming home wins in both '02 (36-33) and
'94 (29-9). Despite winning just 1 of their final 5 gms heading
into the playoffs, PIT seems to have the Browns' number with a
28-5-1 SU mark dating back to '04. While it's nice to see some
new blood back in the postssn with the Browns, we're expecting
a proven playoff team in PIT to handle business inside of Heinz
Field in this one.
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
