Ole Miss is +16 ypg, while VU is -71
ypg in SEC action. VU is 12-4-1 ATS in this series & there’s been 5 outright upsets the L/10
mtgs, but the Rebels are 9-5 ATS the gm before the Egg Bowl.

NEW MEXICO ST by 14 over Texas St - Both schls ply'g for pride as each is 2-7, but NMSt
has 1 more win vs FBS comp.

RU ply'd close at Minny but had a misleading final vs Indy & then
were blown out LW at MSU & simply look to regroup for next ssn. PSU RB Barkley leads the
B10 in rushing, but was shutdown LW & its likely that he is in store for a big gm as RU is all'g
283 (5.9) rush ypg in B10 play. PSU is travelling for the 3rd time in 4 wks & has MSU on deck.
RU is on a 7-14 ATS run, while PSU is on a 6-0 run.

UTAH by 24 over Oregon - UT controls their destiny in reaching the P12 Title gm as their
contest vs CU next wk could be the deciding gm. First though, they have to get by UO tm that
is last in the FBS on D, all'g 126 ypg more than their opp’s avg. Since coming out of a brief
retirement (4 gms) RB Williams is avg 216 rush ypg the L/4 & is 61 yds short of 1,000 & the
Ducks are all'g 274 (6.2) rush ypg. This is UT’s home finale, while UQ is travelling for the 3rd
time in 5 wks & is off physical Stanford. The Utes are 15-9 ATS off a SU win.

Air Force by 3 over SAN JOSE ST - AF followed up their emotional CIC win with a hard
fought victory over CSt LW (home on Veteran’s Day wknd). Bkp turned stg QB Worthman
was a ? entering the gm, but he ply'd & ran for 143 yds as the Falcons finished w/a ssn high
485 (7.1) rush yds. Now they play a Spartans tm that is all'g 252 (5.7) rush ypg. AF is 4-9 as
an AF & is travelling for the 3rd time in 4 wks, while SJSt is fresh off a bye.

NEVADA by 3 over Utah St - UTSt is 8-3 ATS in this series. The Aggies are -22 ypg in MW
play, while NV is -106 ypg. UTSt has a huge edge on D, holding their conf foes to 36 ypg below
their avg, while the WolfPack are all'g 91 ypg more than their opp’s avg. Its been 4 gms since a
UTSt ply'r has rushed for 100 yds, but that streak could end here as NV is all'g 331 (6.5) rush
ypg in MW play. UTSt is 1-4 as an AF, but we feel an upset could be in the making.

Navy by 17 over EAST CAROLINA - This gm was moved from 10/13 due to the effects of
Hurricane Matthew. Navy is in the drivers seat to make the AAC Title gm & they're option OFF
is peaking late in the ssn as is the norm, while EC has among the worst Ds in the nation &
are 57 ypg more than their AAC opp’s avg. QB Worth is 87 yds shy of 1,000 & the Pirates
are all'g 227 (5.4) rush ypg in conf play. EC continues their QB carousel between Minshew &
Nelson & perhaps 1 will find the throwing lanes up to par as the Middies counter with just our

LSU by 21 over Florida - This gm was orig sked for 10/8 at UF, but the effects from Hurricane
Matthew caused a postponement & thus a relocation as LSU will have to play in Gainsville
for 2 straight mtgs. UF does remain in control of their own destiny to reach the SEC Title gm
but a loss here would severely cripple their chances. LSU rebounded from loss vs Bama with
a statement making domination at Ark as RB Guice ran for 252 (12.0). The Gators had bkp
Appleby LW & Del Rio could return here (CS), but the Tigers have our #21 ranked pass eff D.
Making matters worse for the Gators is they were down 5 OFF & D str's by the end of the SC
gm LW. LSU is 5-1 SU/ATS in the series & the HT is 4-1 SU/ATS.
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Akron at OHIO - OU’s contest at CM hadn’t been completed as we went to press. UA won
4 of their F/6, but now must win this reg ssn finale to become bowl elig. Inj's have plagued
their D as they've all'd 252 (5.7) rush ypg in MACtion & are all'g their conf foes 45 ypg more
than their avg. If OU enters off a loss a win here will send them to the MAC Champ gm. If the
Bobcats enter here off a win, they'll have already clinched the Title gm appearance.

Ball St at MIAMI, OH - A win here would make Miami bowl elig for the 1st time s/'10 after st'g
0-6, while if BSt enters off a loss as expected vs TU, they'll be eliminated from the postssn.
MU is +14 ypg in MACtion, while BSt, prior to their gm vs TU was -70 ypg. MU’s D is holding
their conf foes to 76 ypg below their avg, while BSt's was all'g 124 ypg more!

Central Michigan at EASTERN MICHIGAN - Both enter this gm off mtgs that weren't ply'd
when this issue went to press & EM was bowl elig, while CM wasn't. EM, prior to their gm
vs NIU was -29 ypg in MACtion, while CM, prior to their gm vs OU was -11 ypg.

They're now back in
Charlotte for a 2nd straight wk seeking revenge from an earlier loss to the Saints 5 wks ago
in the Superdome where NO jumped out to a 21-0 lead in the 2Q before holding on late in the
3 pt win. In a shocking defeat LW at home where they saw their GW PAT blocked & ret'd for 2
(25-23 loss to DEN), the Saints failed to cover for the 1st time in their L/6 matchups. While the
Saints are on a solid 6-2 ATS run vs DIV foes, the Panthers are 15-7 ATS as a HF which should
make things interesting as both tms look to gain ground on the 1st place and idle Falcons.

They now return to
Arrowhead to take on a Bucs squad that notched their 1st home victory of the ssn LW against CHI
(TB 360-283 yd edge, forced 4 CHI TO’s). While the opening line is slightly elevated in favor of a
Chiefs squad that's avg just 244 ypg over their past 2 gms, riding on the side of a Tampa team that's
gone just 1-5 ATS in their recent matchups vs the AFC is just too risky at the moment.

NY GIANTS by 7 over Chicago - Following a rough outing LW in Tampa where they were held
to just 283 yds and were forced into 4 TO's, the Bears are back on the road for a 2nd consec wk
to take on a suddenly red-hot Giants squad that’s rattled off 3 straight victories as of presstime
(MNF vs CIN). With the Bears on just a 3-11 ATS run and the Giants having covered each of
their past 3 in this series (avg cover of 5 ppg) dating back to the ‘07 ssn, we’ll go ahead and
back the home team as they attempt to stay in the NFC playoff race.

MINNESOTA by 3 over Arizona - Following a 5-0 beginning to the ssn where they were holding
their foes to just 12.6 ppg, the Vikings have taken a complete 180 since returning from their bye
wk with a 4th consec defeat LW in D.C. against a streaking Redskins squad. While the Cardinals
returned from their bye week with a victory, the final outcome was much closer than they would
have hoped for as they connected on the GW 34 yd FG as time expired against SF (ARZ 25-15
FD & 443-281 yd edges, 4-1 TO deficit). While ARZ is well within reach of SEA atop the NFC
West (2 gms back), their inconsistency on the road thus far (1-2 SU/ATS) in ‘16 along with MIN’s
still impressive 20-6 ATS mark against NDIV foes has us taking the side of the home squad in
this one as they’ve now fallen into a 1st place tie with the Lions atop the NFC North.

Pittsburgh by 14 over CLEVELAND - Following their 21 pt road loss to the Ravens last Thur in
BAL where they were held to just 11 FD’s & 144 ttl yds, the Browns have now recorded double
digit losses for the 14th time since returning in‘99. CLE returns home to take on a Steelers squad
that has clearly owned the series dating back to ‘01 with a 27-4 SU mark while outscoring the
Browns by 10 ppg in the process. In a gm that featured 8 different lead changes, the Steelers
were unable to hold onto a late lead against the Cowboys in their 5 pt defeat (4th straight loss
by PIT). While the Steelers are just 5-13 ATS when listed as an AF, the Browns are on just a
1-8 ATS run inside of the AFC North and show no signs of turning things around.
